Prince Charles first came to the
building in 1997, where he chaired a
meeting with key stakeholders at
which it was agreed to develop a
proposal for the sustainable re-use of
the building. As a result of this
meeting a partnership was set up
between Essex County Council,
Tendring District Council, Mistley
Parish Council, Trent Wharfage, local
residents and organisations, and The
Prince’s Regeneration Through
Heritage Initiative. The proposal for
the building include residential,
office, craft workshops, restaurant
and community uses.

Manningtree improvement launch

One of the regions mainline
railway station has undergone a
facelift to its facilities.

The improvements which have
been timed to fit in with the
Ipswich Tunnel closure
passengers using Manningtree
station will now benefit from a
new bus shelter, improved cycle
parking, security mirrors in the
underpass, re-lining of the
approach road to assist better
bus to rail movements, a new
waiting room and a new ticket
window. The improvements
follow investments from
Network Rail, Essex County
Council and the Essex & South
Suffolk CRP.

The Ipswich tunnel is due to
reopen in September after
alterations costing £5 million.

Engineers will lower the track to
enable larger 9'6" freight
containers to use the tunnel. UK
rail infrastructure currently caters
for 8'6" containers, but there is
an international trend towards
using the larger version.

In addition to the tunnel work,

a significant amount of additional
track, signalling and overhead
power line maintenance work will
also be carried out between
Ipswich and Manningtree to take
advantage of the tunnel closure,
with the aim of providing further
improvements to route
infrastructure.
